Classic Portraits of Distinction

OUTLINE OF COMMISSION PROCESS

· The commission process begins with an initial meeting/consultation; either at the clients address, a gallery that is representing me, or at my studio.

At this initial meeting discussion with the client is welcome and also essential throughout the commission procedure. Areas covered at this initial meeting are;

1. The size of the finished artwork

2. Style of completed work; classic/traditional or contemporary/modern or contemporary/classic.

3. Finished work to be either canvas on stretcher only or framed; suitable framer may be suggested; framing is an additional cost completed by a professional framer.

4. Details of the person/animal/subject/ to be painted including information about the personality and the physical characteristic of the sitter.

5. Ideas for a suitable composition including what kind of background etc.

6. Colour palette, what colours would be most suitable

7. A photo/sketch session may also occur at this meeting or at another pre-arranged time. Photos and sketches of the person/animal/subject are taken by myself or if completing the portrait posthumously suitable photos given by client. 

· After the initial meeting I begin by 

1. Developing the portrait using my reference material obtained at the initial meeting, which includes photographs, sketches, colour studies and notes.

2.  I prepare sketches and/or a small preliminary study of the proposed portrait.

3. I invite the client to view these sketches and studies and invite comment and discussion by the client in regard to alterations and or suitability of initial ideas/study of the proposed portrait.

4. If required I will re-evaluate/alter initial sketches and studies at the clients request so to enable a completed portrait that the client is completely pleased with. 

· Once the client is entirely satisfied with the preliminary studies and outline of the portrait to be completed;

5.  A contract will be drawn up and prior to the commencement of the painting the client will be asked for a deposit of %15 of the total price.

6. The time span for completion of a portrait is a minimum of 4 weeks and the average being 6 to 8 weeks or longer if a large detailed portrait is required. Expected time of completion will be stated in individual contracts. 

7. Total payment is required on delivery.

8. There is no obligation to accept the painting on its completion; however, the initial deposit is not refunded.
